Sequential Panels
Understanding Comics pgs. 65-74

Concept:

A sequence of 3 panels to show a simple motion/act.  A project to introduce traditional forms of reproduction with subtle changes.
Choices are:

“Moment to Moment” (transitions are subtle, but recognized pg. 70)

or 

“Action to Action” (in action progressively pg. 70)
Choice of subject matter and style are open.

Begin with FIRST 
1. Obtaining one printed (not cell phone, not laptop, not from memory) photo reference of the first act. An example would be the person sleeping in the bed, or the speeding car. No smaller than 4x6.  It would be best if you take your own photo, 
2. This is the weekend homework, bring it for the next class.  No photo- and you cannot do the first part of the project.

3. Have your Bristol board, pencils, tracing paper, and photo- printed
We are going to work of traditional reproduction (transferring tracings), and alterations to produce a 2 panel sequence.  A secondary goal is going to be trying out materials.

Maxon sheets and ceramic cutter for pattern
